Administrative history / Biographical sketch

E. Pauline Johnson, poet and platform entertainer, was born on the Six Nations Reserve near Brantford,
Canada West (Ontario). Her poems first appeared in the New Y ork magazine, Gems of Poetry, and thereafter
in numerous British and North American journals. Her books include * The White Wampum?* (1895),
*Canadian Born* (1903), *Flint and Feather* (1912), * Legends of Vancouver* (1911), * The Shagganappi*
(1912), and * The Moccasin Maker* (1913). She died at Vancouver on 7 March 1913.

Scope and content

The fonds consists of material related to Johnson's work: her writing, clippings, programmes, posters, and
other material. In addition there is personal items such as photographs and other items. Additionally, thereis
research material, writings on Johnson, and additional material.

Immediate sour ce of acquisition

The first accrual was donated by Brant 1.0.D.E. (originally owned by Johnson's sister, Evelyn Johnson)
and Pearl McRaye (McCrea) in 1961. The second accrual (63-1995) was donated in 1995 by Dr. Paul
Potter.
